Subject:     Official Message from State Director of Special Education 
 
Given ongoing staff changes throughout the public education system in California, I am reminding all special 
education local plan areas (SELPAs), county offices of education (COEs), and local educational agencies (LEAs) of 
their responsibility to provide mental health services to students with disabilities as required by Government Code 
sections 7570 et. seq.  
 
In particular, Government Code Section 7573 states that “The Superintendent of Public Instruction shall ensure that 
local education agencies provide special education and those related services and designated instruction and 
services contained in a child's individualized education program that are necessary for the child to benefit 
educationally from his or her instructional program.” 
 
Concerning reimbursement for services by noneducational public agencies—in this case, county mental health 
agencies—Title 34 of the Code of Federal Regulations (34 CFR), Section 300.154 (b)(2) says “If a public agency 
other than an educational agency fails to  provide or pay for the special education and related services…the LEA (or 
State agency responsible for developing the child's IEP) must provide or pay for these services to the child in a 
timely manner.” 
 
Further, 34 CFR Section 300.154(b)(2) says “The LEA or State agency is authorized to claim reimbursement for the 
services from the noneducational public agency that failed to provide or pay for these services and that agency must 
reimburse the LEA or State agency in accordance with the terms of the interagency agreement or other mechanism 
described in paragraph (a) of this section.” 
 
Please note that this information was also provided by former Special Education Division Director Alice Parker in a 
letter dated August 2, 2004. This letter is still available on the California Department of Education Web site at 
http://www.cde.ca.gov/sp/se/lr/ofclmem.asp. 
Similar information is also provided each time grant funds for the provision of mental health services are sent to 
school districts.

o Based on projected caseload and first-year 
revenues, should they be accepted for 
membership with EDCOE, it appears that DMCS 
may have a significant local contribution to 
special education.

Recommendation:  It is recommended that the Superintendents approve this revision to 
the SELPA Local Plan procedure within Section 23D, as attached. 
 
Discussion: 
• Local Plan Section 23D (Juvenile Courts procedures) 

o The proposed revision would clarify assessment 
responsibilities for students served by SCOE at 
the JDF. 

o The revision clarifies legal responsibilities as 
well as best practice. 

 Legal responsibilities generally align 
with SCOE (as district of residence). 

 Best practice suggests that the district of 
enrollment, prior to incarceration, be 
involved in assessments and IEP 
meetings. 

• Prior district has basis of 
knowledge. 

• Often students return to the same 
district upon release from JDF. 

• The SEC has reviewed this revision and recommends 
COS approval at this time. 

• Subsequent revisions of this procedure are likely as they 
pertain to the provision of service in court community 
schools.

Status Offenders (601’s) -- as cited in California Welfare and Institution Code Section 
601: 
 
a) Any person under the age of 18 years who persistently or habitually refuses to obey 

the reasonable and proper orders or directions of his parent, guardian, or custodian, 
or who is beyond the control of such person or who is under the age of 18 years 
when he violated any ordinance of any city or county of this state establishing a 
curfew based solely on age is within the jurisdiction of the juvenile court which 
may adjudge such person to be a ward of the court. 

 
b) If a school attendance review board determines that the available public and private 

services are insufficient or inappropriate to correct the habitual truancy of the 
minor, or to correct the minor’s persistent or habitual refusal to obey the reasonable 
and proper order or direction of school authorities, or if the minor fails to respond to 
directives of a school attendance review board or to services provided, the minor is 
then within the jurisdiction of the juvenile court which may adjudge such person to 
be a ward of the court; provided, that it is the intent of the Legislature that no minor 
who is adjudged a ward of the court pursuant solely to this subdivision shall be 
removed from the custody of the parent or guardian except during school hours. 

 
Status Offense -- any behavior that would not be a crime if committed by an adult. 
 
Juvenile Criminal Offenders (602’s) -- as cited in California Welfare and Institution Code 
Section 602:  Any person who is under the age of 18 years when he violates any law of 
this state or of the United States or any ordinance of any city or county of this state 
defining crime other than an ordinance establishing a curfew based solely on age, is 
within the jurisdiction of the juvenile court which may adjudge such person to be a ward 
of the court. 
 
 
IDENTIFYING STUDENTS IN JUVENILE HALL 
 
Previously Identified Special Education Students 
 
1. Identification of Such Students 
 
 a. Upon entrance into the school program at the Juvenile Hall/Residential 

Facilities, each student will be interviewed by the County Office of 
Education’s intake staff.  At that time, each student will be asked the 
following questions to attempt to identify if the student has been receiving 
special education services, has in the past received such services, or has been 
assessed to determine if the student needs such services: 

 
  i. Do you have or have you ever had an IEP?

  ii. Have you ever received special education services? 
  
  iii. In your school program, have you ever been taken from the classroom to 

receive special services like speech therapy, special physical education, 
or extra help? 

 
  iv. Have you ever been in a special day class? 
 
  v. Have you ever been assigned to Resource Services or the Resource 

Room for a given period each day or week? 
 
  vi. Have you ever been assigned to special classes, which have fewer 

students in them than regular classes? 
 
  Should the answer to any of the above questions be in the affirmative, then the 

questioner will ask follow-up questions to determine more about the nature of 
the services and where and when such services were provided.  If it is 
determined that a student has received special education services or that a 
student may have received special education services, then contact, as outlined 
below, will be made with the school setting in which such services were 
delivered. 

 
 b. Each student not identified upon intake as being special education shall be 

asked the same set of questions by the Chapter I Facilitator at the time of 
initial assessment for the Juvenile Hall program.  If it is determined that a 
student has received special education services or that a student may have 
received special education services, then contact, as outlined below, will be 
made with the school setting in which such services were may have been 
delivered. 

 
 c. Each student not identified upon intake nor at the time of initial assessment as 

being special education shall be asked the same set of questions by the 
assigned classroom teacher or the instructional aide between three days and 
one week after entrance into the classroom setting.  If it is determined that a 
student has received special education services or that a student may have 
received special education services, then contact, as outlined below, will be 
made with the school setting in which such services were may have been 
delivered. 

 
2. Obtaining Records 
 
 a. Upon identification by a Juvenile Hall school staff member that a student is 

believed to have been receiving or to have received special education services, 
an assigned member of the staff shall telephone the special education 
department of the student’s prior district.  The County Special Education 
Director/designee insures the District that the student was previously enrolled 
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queries their electronic data system/files to determine the student’s special 
education status.  If the student is currently  identified as a special education 
student, the staff member the County Special Education Director/designee 
shall request that the District the student was previously enrolled end their 
services for the student and the County Office of Education will transfer the 
SEIS (electronic) record to their data basethe County Office of Education and 
that a copy of the student’s current IEP and copies of the most recent 
assessments be forwarded to the Special Education  Division at the County 
Office of Education.   The Special Education Division of the County Office of 
Education transfers the student to their data system. If the student does not 
have a current IEP, the staff member shall request that the record of the 
student’s last IEP team meeting, including copies of any assessments which 
led to the determination that the student no longer qualified for special 
education, be forwarded to the Special Education  Division at County Office 
of Education. 

 
 b. The requested special education records for each student shall be sent to the 

principal/designee at the Juvenile Hall. 
 
3. IEP Implementation 
 
 a. IEPs and other records shall be immediately forwarded from the county to the 

program where they shall be reviewed immediately by an individual holding 
special education credentials who is knowledgeable about the Hall.  The 
student, to the extent possible, shall be placed by the principal/designee in a 
comparable instructional program to that specified in the IEP.  If there are 
provisions within the IEP for which no comparable program exists, then the 
principal/designee, based upon the recommendation of the special education 
teacher, shall schedule an IEP team meeting. 

 
 b. The IEP team shall include: 
 
  i. Juvenile Hall principal/designee. 
 
  ii. A Juvenile Hall/Residential Facilities teacher. 
 
  iii. A representative from the special education department of the district of 

residence or SCOE, if such district is within Solano County.  If the 
district is outside of Solano County, then such representative shall be 
invited but the meeting may be held without them should they choose 
not to attend. 

 
  iiiiv. The parent/guardian. 
 
  iv. The student, if appropriate. 
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  vi. Other individuals who may assist in the development of the IEP, if 
appropriate. 

 
c.   Invite a representative from the special education department of the district 

that the student was previously enrolled, if such district is within Solano 
County.  If the district is outside of Solano County, then such representative 
shall be invited but the meeting may be held without them should they 
choose not to attend. 

 
 c.d. The IEP team shall review the student’s needs and determine which services 

shall be provided to address the student’s needs.  The following continuum of 
services shall be examined, with preference being given to those which 
provide the least restrictive environment in which the student can be 
successful: 

 
  i. Serving the student in the Juvenile Hall/Residential Facilities class with 

individualized instruction. 
 
  ii. Serving the student in the Juvenile Hall class with individualized 

instruction and Chapter I services. 
  
  iii. i or ii above, in conjunction with consultation between the Juvenile Hall 

teacher and district/county special education personnel, as appropriate. 
 
  iv. i or ii above, in conjunction with provision of direct services by a 

learning disabilities teacher in the classroom. 
 
  v. i or ii above, in conjunction with designated instructional services at 

least in the areas of speech and language and of counseling provided by 
special education personnel in the classroom, if specified in the IEP. 

 
  vi. i or ii above, in conjunction with provision of direct services by a 

learning disabilities teacher in a pullout program. 
 
  vii. i or ii above, in conjunction with designated instructional services at 

least in the areas of speech and language and of counseling provided by 
special education personnel in a pullout program, if specified in the IEP. 

 
 d.e. If additional modifications to the existing IEP are needed, regular SELPA 

procedures shall be followed to make such modifications. 
 

f.e.    If the special education student’s triennial evaluation is due during their 
stay in the Juvenile Hall facility, the appropriate County Office of Education 
assessment personnel shall complete the assessment following regular SELPA 
procedures.   As a matter of best practices, the school district that the student was 
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previously enrolled shall be invited by the County Office of Education to attend 
the resulting IEP meeting. 

 
Identification, Referral, Assessment, Instructional Planning, Implementation, and 
Review for Special Education Students 
 
1. Identification of Such Students 
 
 a. Staff Inservice Training 
 
  All Juvenile Hall staff will receive specialized training in the screening of 

students to determine if they might be in need of special education.  Such 
training will be provided by the SELPA special education experts and will 
include specialized examples for the identification of such students in their 
performance and behavior in the more restricted Juvenile Court Schools 
environments. 

 
 b. Screening 
 
  Informal screening and identification will occur by the regular classroom 

teacher and aide.  When it becomes apparent to these adults that the student is 
not progressing and is exhibiting unusual behavior, learning disabilities, 
speech and language delays, poor motor development, or any other problem 
significantly different than the other students in the class, the adults shall note 
such behavior and move to consultation. 

 
 c. Consultation 
 
  The regular staff shall talk with other staff members about the student 

identified as not progressing.  Based upon ideas of the classroom teacher, as 
well as other educators, a variety of interventions shall be used to assist the 
student in making better progress.  These may include:  instructional 
interventions, program modifications, supplementary programs, and document 
modifications.  Documentation of each intervention and its effect shall be 
maintained.  If the student is not showing positive effects from the 
interventions after 15 days, a referral will be made. 

 
 d. Referral and Assessment 
 
  A referral shall be completed, signed by the principal/designee, and forwarded 

to the district of residence special education office or SCOE.  It will be 
reviewed by an assessment team appointed by the appropriate director of 
special education or his or her designee. and forwarded to the Special 
Education Division of County Office of Education.   If the student is new to 
Solano County, SCOE will conduct the assessments.  A designated County 
Office of Education team member will contact the referring agent to discuss 
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the referral.  For the purposes of referral, assessment and placement, the term 
parent refers to the parent or other entity that holds educational rights. Upon 
receipt of the referral, the district of residence/ SCOE the County Office of 
Education will mail a Parent Notification or Referral for Special Education 
Services (SELPA 1.1) to contact the parent indicating that the parent may 
request an assessment planning meeting. and discuss with them the referral 
for special education assessment and assessment plan. During assessment 
planning, a The County Office of Education will develop a written assessment 
plan within 15 days of receipt of the referral will be developed to be presented  
and present it to the parent.  (The foregoing shall occur within 15 days of the 
referral for assessment).  The parent will have at least 15 days from the receipt 
of this assessment plan to arrive at a decision.  If no consent is received within 
the 15 day period, a due process hearing may be initiated.  Upon receipt of 
permission to assess, the assessment may begin.  Upon completion of the 
assessment, the IEP team will be convened.  As a matter of best practices, the   
district the student was previously enrolled will be invited to the IEP meeting. 

 
 e. IEP Meeting 
 
  At the IEP meeting, the team will review the results of the assessments, share 

information regarding the student’s current educational status, determine the 
student’s area(s) of educational need and handicap, and develop an annual 
education plan for the student which specifies annual goals and objectives and 
procedures for integration with non disabled peers, as appropriate.  In 
addition, possible educational options will be reviewed and parental consent 
for the IEP will be obtained.  If such cannot be obtained, a due process 
hearing may be initiated. 

 
 
 
Record Keeping and Continuation of Services 
 
1. Record Keeping 
 
 Student records are maintained at the Juvenile Hall for each student who enters the 

Hall and is provided with educational services.  To these existing files, both 
computer and handwritten information shall be added when related to special 
education services and/or the referral/assessment process, which is obtained or 
generated while the student is in the Hall. 

 
 a. Each of the steps will be traced on a special summary sheet to provide an 

overview of student status rapidly and in a summary form.   
 
2. Continuation of Special Education Services 
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 Should any student who has been provided special education services reenter the 
Hall, special education services shall immediately be recommenced for that student, 
as reflected in the IEP or the modified IEP, which is on file. 

 
3. Continuation of the Identification, Referral, Assessment, Instructional Planning, 

Implementation, and Review Process 
 
 Should any student for whom the identification, referral, assessment, instructional 

planning, implementation, and review process has been initiated as it related to 
special education needs or services reenter the Hall, such processes shall be 
continued from the last step taken, as reflected by the records. 

 
 
 
SERVING INCARCERATED YOUTHS 

 
Program Description 
 
Special education services will be provided by a special education teacher.  This service 
will be provided on an hourly basis as needed.  He/she will provide  in individual/ and 
small group instruction for up to a total of three (3) individuals per hour.  pursuant to the 
IEP. This instruction should be interfaced with the education programs at the facility 
(GED, vocational, etc.) to promote LRE and maximum access to core instruction.when 
appropriate or in special education only groupings.  Support services (DIS), such as 
speech, will be provided under the direction of the appropriate professional. 
 
The referral process for 18-19 year olds who may want to be evaluated for possible 
special education placement parallels the SELPA's process in the districts, except that the 
student/inmate initiates the process. 
 
 
STUDENTS RELEASED FROM JDF 
 
In an effort to insure child find, JDF will notify the student’s previous district upon 
release of the student from JDF.

Discussion: 
• The COS approved FY 2010-11 Budget Assumptions at 

the February 26, 2010 meeting. At that time, it was 
noted that there was a concern about assumption #3, 
based on preliminary information that P1 ADA had 
declined subsequent to prior-year Annual ADA. 
Normally P1 exceeds prior-year Annual ADA. 

• It has now been confirmed that the decline at P1 appears 
to be accurate. The SELPA aggregate ADA has declined 
by 757. Approximately 400 of these students are 
attributed to FSUSD alone.  

• Additionally, at the March 17, 2010 Finance Committee, 
CBOs anticipated further reductions in ADA based on a 
variety of known factors. They, therefore, recommend a 
revision to budget assumption #3, changing the 
anticipated decline from prior-year Annual from 1% to 
2.5%. 

• This also creates a structural imbalance in SELPA’s 
services budget, estimated at approximately $20K. The 
Finance Committee recommends deficit spending one-
time SELPA carryover for no more than 2 fiscal years to 
cover this imbalance.
