Clear Administrative Credential Program 

PROGRAM OVERVIEW 
The Commission on Teacher Credentialing (CTC) requires that Preliminary 

Administrative Services Credential holders enroll in a clear induction program within 

one year of starting their initial administrative position.  Solano County Office of 

Education (SCOE), in partnership with the Association of California School 

Administrators (ACSA), offers a two-year, CTC approved Clear Administrative 

Credential Program (CACP).  Candidates are provided with an individualized, job-

embedded process to clear their credential with one-on-one coaching support from 

seasoned, successful, Solano County administrators.

→ Possess a Preliminary Administrative Services Credential or Certificate of

Eligibility

→ Be employed in a position requiring an Administrative Services
